Flexible Access to MX beam lines for EMBL, ILL, IBS and CIBB
REMINDER : A safety approval form (SAF) is mandatory for each experiment performed on the beam lines.

RECOMMENDATION : Whenever possible users of the Flexible Access scheme must inform the Safety Group, the EHOs (see below) and Deborah Davison of their intention to use a beam-line in advance and during working hours once clearance has been given by BLOMs to use the beam line.
How to obtain a SAF for your experiment

This access will be granted only for approved GREEN samples and people entitled to FAB time (autonomous on Beam Lines).
YELLOW or RED samples must pass through scheduled experiments either via the user office (for non-ESRF staff).
· A list of persons from the EMBL-UJF, the ILL and the IBS will be sent in advance to the Safety Group and BLOMs for approval. Only persons on that list will be allowed to use the beamlines under the Flexible Access scheme. 
· The Safety Group, the EHO and Debby must be informed each time by email (expsaf@esrf.fr, expop@esrf.fr and deborah.davison@esrf.fr). The email should indicate :

· The name(s) of the sample(s) (only GREEN samples!) to be studied and the name(s) of the people who will use the beamline, and for EMBL and IBS staff the MX-BAG number under which the sample sheet(s) has (have) been submitted 

· Which beamline (also give the telephone number) will be used and for how long with starting and ending times
· Note that NO local contact will be available at the beam-line and FAB entitled people should be autonomous on beam-lines.
For short notice, the user should also telephone the Safety Group (2203) and/or the EHO (2525).

The EHO will check that the samples to be studied and people are on the FAB list. He/she will then issue a SAF for the experiment to be signed by scientists before going to the beam-line. Please call the EHO (2525) or proceed to their office to get the SAF before accessing the beam-line. The SAF must be returned by users to EHO at the end of the experiment for EHO signatures.
